Investors hope that the parliamentary government
will ensure the rule of law

The events of the past year significantly
affected the investment climate and
international image of Kyrgyzstan. After
April 2010, investors delayed their plans
for investments in the country. Today they
hope that the new parliamentary form of
government will be able to enforce the
rule of law and reduce corruption. This
was expressed by participants in IBC's
Open Meeting on the theme: “Investment
climate in a parliamentary republic”.

I According to the results of the latest IBC
investment survey, the situation has improved somewhat after the parliament
was elected and the coalition government was formed. However, the main
problems remain. There is still no single economic policy and cooperation
between all branches of the Government and the state cannot ensure
unconditional observance of the laws in the country.

The authorities have not resolved such problems as security of investments,
the predictability of law and consistency of court decisions that directly
affect property rights which is the basis of the business. Moreover, the
Parliament itself has become the target of criticism after it had confirmed the

reason for the decline of investment attractiveness of Kyrgyzstan. Meanwhile,
the mining industry is one of the priorities in the Kyrgyz economy. According
to the Ministry, the industry provides 12 percent of tax revenues despite
the fact that only a small portion of deposits is being effectively developed.

Licensees cannot begin or continue their operations because of opposition
from the local population. Unfortunately, the Government has little influence
in the regions, and this situation makes it possible to manipulate the interests
of local communities.

IBCis actively involved in the development of partnerships between government
and the business community. We have repeatedly acted with initiatives
to protect property rights and ensure transparency in decision—-making.
Business is always ready to cooperate with the Jogorku Kenesh and the
Government to improve the investment climate in Kyrgyzstan and to create
conditions for economic development, thus ensuring a sustainable future
for the citizens of Kyrgyzstan.

WORKING TOGETHER, WE
WILL CREATE A FAVORABLE
ENVIRONMENT FOR INVESTORS

In June 2010 a national referendum adopted a new
Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic, under which a
principally new system of government has been built
the country. The Speaker of the Jogorku Kenesh,
Akhmatbek Keldibekov, informs IN about the new
functions and tasks of the of the fifth convocation
Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Repubilic.

- Mr. Keldibekov, for the first time in the history of the country
you have headed the Parliament endowed with special powers. How
are powers distributed between the President, Parliament and the
Government today?

- Indeed, the powers of the Jogorku Kenesh have been widened, but
at the same time we have more responsibility to the people. Today the
Parliament has efficient power levers to be used for the growth of the
domestic economy. With the transition to a parliamentary form of gov-
ernment the Parliament and the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic are
equally responsible for the social and economic situation in the country.
Today, Parliament considers all changes to the state budget. Thus, in or-
der to achieve rational budgeting, we have made changes to the state
budget three times since the beginning of 2011. Parliament forms a gov-
ernment independently, on the principles of the parliamentary majority.
Today’s Government is a supreme executive body, which is independent
from the President. The Government is engaged in operational activities,
and the President decides strategic issues for the country. In addition to
legislative activity, the Jogorku Kenesh has reinforced a very important
function - the oversight function. Parliament can independently identify
infringement of the law and initiate criminal charges, thus protecting the
interests of citizens.

- Have Kyrgyzstan's relations with other countries changed with the
transition to a parliamentary form of government?

- Despite the fundamental transformation of political power in Kyrgyzstan,
the country»s foreign policy has not changed. The strategy of comprehen-
sive cooperation and good neighborly relations and active participation in

resolving regional and global problems remains in effect. To date, Kyrgyzstan
has no contradictions or conflicts with any other country in the world.

- Is it hard to be a pioneer of parliamentarism?

- I must admit that the first steps in the framework of a parliamentary
republic are not easy. We have not had the experience of parliamentarism,
and public expectations regarding the new power system were excessive.
Besides there is some mismatch between different government agencies.
Journalists like to quote a saying of the famous Chinese politician Deng
Xiaoping. “When asked about the impact of the Great French Revolution
of 1789, Too early to tell> was the answer..." It is difficult to give an objec-
tive evaluation of the events that took place in six months, but we have
some results already. Today Kyrgyzstan has legitimate authorities, and the
efforts of all branches of government are aimed at strengthening social
stability, economic growth and improving living standards.

- The first session of the fifth convocation of the Jogorku Kenesh has
been completed. Are you satisfied with its results?

- | believe that the Parliament has fulfilled its first session quite worthily.
The deputies have considered 219 bills, of which 171 bills have been passed
without objection. In addition, the Parliament has approved 920 orders
and 100 protocol orders. Deputies themselves initiated 180 bills, which is
almost twice as many as the Government's documents. It should be noted
that under the new rules all the regulations should be adopted in three
readings, which has had a positive impact on their quality. In considering
amendments to the Constitution we have adopted five laws that will com-
pletely change the whole judicial system of the country. The Parliament
has also formed the Board for the selection of judges which will approve
the nomination of 450 judges in the country.

— What prevents the effective work of the Parliament?

- Differences in the requirements of different factions hinder the expansion
of the majority coalition. In any case, the coalition should be broadened in
the future. But, keep in mind that the Constitution provides for a parlia—
mentary minority, and it spelled out its powers and rights. Today the main
task is to conduct fair and transparent presidential elections. Of course,
we are primarily concerned about security. It is not excluded that there
may be different political games, but | believe that after the presidential
election our life will return to normal.

- You once suggested that the executive branch of power was in a
legal vacuum. How to get out of it?

- Today we have a country with new economic relations, but many of-
ficials hold an outdated approach. Therefore serious administrative and

management reforms are needed. First, it is necessary to form a vertical
structure of the executive power. However, things are gradually corrected,
and my phrase about the legal vacuum, which was said a few months ago, is
outdated today. In June 2011, the Parliament considered the Constitutional
Law «On Government» and the laws «On local self-government», «On local
state administrations» and «On administrative—territorial system of the
Kyrgyz Republic». The most important objective is to enforce these laws.

- It was proposed that the Parliament would consider a new structure
of the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic. Why did MPs delay this
issue till the fall?

- | believe that the new Government structure should be discussed in all
Parliament Committees. For example, | would not recommend dismissing
the Ministry of Youth and merging it with another structure. Youth must
be given special attention. In order not to repeat the June events in the
south, we need to educate young people in a spirit of mutual respect
and patriotism. During the official visit of the parliamentary delegation of
Kyrgyzstan to the Republic of Indonesia, in our conversation, Vice Presi—-
dent Budiono said that youth work is the priority of the State ideology of
Indonesia. There is a need to educate the younger generation in the spirit
of patriotism, respect for the traditions and customs and tolerance for
representatives of different denominations.

— Will the parliamentary channel perform this task?

- And this task, too. | believe that it is correct and timely to transform the
TV Channel 5 into the parliamentary channel. Today, many citizens do not
know the law, and because of that they make mistakes and commit crimes.
Not all residents of Kyrgyzstan are able to buy newspapers to learn about
the laws, whilst television is more accessible. Besides, they learn news mainly
from the tabloids, which are not responsible for their publication, and our
TV channel will represent the state policy. Today, in the country, there are
practically no educational programs about ethically correct behavior. For
example, take our city: despite the efforts of city authorities, it's not rare
to see garbage and dirty sidewalks. The people themselves must understand
that we have to protect our land. It is necessary to nurture a culture of
behavior, a culture of communication. Unfortunately, we have no television
programs promoting ethics and aesthetics in our lives.

— How does the Parliament intend to provide stability and order and
to protect investments in Kyrgyzstan?

A RADICAL REFORM

The activities of our Committee should
be structured so that the work of the
judicial system becomes open. Two
parliamentary committees considered
and adopted a block of bills related to
reform of the judiciary: «On the Council
on Selection of Judges of the Kyrgyz
Republic»; «On Making Amendments and
Additions to the Constitutional Law «On
Status of Judges of the Kyrgyz Repub-
lic»; «On the Constitutional Chamber
of the Supreme Court of the Kyrgyz
Republic» and «On Making Amendments
and Additions to the Law «On Bodies
of Judicial Self-governing.» These laws have already been approved by
Parliament and signed by the President.

From the very beginning of the new Parliament, (with the convening of
the new Parliament), our Committee has aimed to develop the open-
ness of the discussion of bills, regardiess of whether they regulate the
scope of irrelevant issues or global issues such as the courts and election
processes. To discuss the bills we hold roundtables, not only in Bishkek
but also in the Osh, Jalal-Abad and Batken Oblasts in the south and in
the Issyk—-Kul and Naryn Oblasts in the north, while representatives of
the Chui and Talas Oblasts gather in Bishkek, notifying all interested
parties - local judges, the Supreme Court, and civil society — in advance.
NGOs asked us to include their representatives in our working groups
and to notify where and when their issues will be discussed. We always
respond to every NGO request and include them in working groups to
discuss bills. We seek to include Working Group experts from the very
beginning of the discussions on a bill. This allows us to make adjustments,
including expert opinion, and then we can promptly pass a package of
laws for discussion at the Committee meeting and then in the Chamber.
Our experts are experienced and competent professionals. For example,
the bill «<On Status of Judges» was examined by ex—MPs, representatives
of the Judicial Council, Constitutional Court, Supreme Court, city courts,
and UNDP experts. We also attract NGOs, for example, the Coalition «For
Democracy and Civil Society.»

The bills that have already been passed by the Parliament and signed
by the President, make the legislation and policy of the country more
progressive. Firstly, the Council on the selection of judges will be formed
by democratic rules that are adjusted by the Constitution. Under the
law, of the composition of the Council, (24 members), the President, the
majority parties and the opposition in the Jogorku Kenesh, shall each
elect one third of the Council respectively.

The Parliament approves the Council thus formed with an official regula-
tion. We have completely eliminated any dependence of the Council on
the Government: the law stipulates that Council members should not be
public servants. This guarantees the independence of Council members
from the machinery of the state, and the pressure on them will be less.
The Council members should not be professionals in the field of judicial
jurisprudence, as they have another task. We rely on the participation
of NGOs because they protect civil and human rights and their activists
are aware about violations committed in the courts. NGOs approach the
selection of judges, given their moral and personal qualities and intel-
lectual level. This is just what we need, because the professional level
of judges will be examined through the selection system and developed
on special courses.

The voting process will be open as there will be no boxes and booths.
These are fairly democratic and progressive tenets of the law and, God
willing, the laws will work properly. Before the judges are nominated for
appointment, they must undergo mandatory training. The court hearing
is @ multilateral process, and the activities of lawyers vary widely. For
example, a lawyer who works in the Interior Ministry has little knowledge
of the legal process. It is not necessary to specify that judges must
be of the highest qualification. International experience confirms that
candidates for a post as a judge are not considered at all if they have
not been trained properly.

In June, the Parliament approved the draft laws «On Local Self-Government»,
«On Local State Administrations» and «On Elections of Local Self-Govern-
ment.» These laws will help to expand the powers of local government
administration through decentralization of power and strengthen the
role of local authorities and heads of local state administrations. Local
authorities will be self-reliant in dealing with personnel issues. The bill
proposes a mechanism for monitoring the implementation of decisions
made by local deputies. For example, local Keneshes may impose a fine
for those who ignore their decision. In addition, there are specific re-
quirements to ensure gender balance in local councils.

The Parliament has also approved a constitutional Law, «On the Consti-
tutional Chamber of the Supreme Court of the Kyrgyz Republic.» The
Constitutional Chamber is a new body that will be created instead of the
Constitutional Court. The Constitutional Chamber will operate under the
Supreme Court and its members are endowed with the status of judges.
The Constitutional Chamber shall recognize the laws and other regula-
tions unconstitutional if they contradict the Constitution, and determine
the constitutionality of international treaties which are not in force
yet, as well as provide opinions on bills which have amendments to the
Constitution. Decisions of the Constitutional Chamber are final and not
subject to appeal. The Constitutional Chamber will be composed of nine
judges: a chairman, a deputy chairman and seven judges elected by the
Jogorku Kenesh based on recommendations by the President, according
to the proposal of the Council on the selection of judges.

Judicial reform should increase the independence of judges and the new
laws should reinforce their position. On the other hand, these laws increase
their accountability. The investment climate cannot be improved without
changing the legal system in the country. Before opening a business in
Kyrgyzstan, a potential investor studies the situation, considers how our
courts are working, assessing potential risks and how to be protected
from them. Consequently, the main goal of judicial reform is the pro-
tection of human rights.

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— What is the process of bringing
legislation into line with the
Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic?
- Unfortunately, the text of the
Constitution itself contains provisions,
the interpretation of which is
not always clear. There are, for
example, inconsistent provisions in
the Constitution in the text on the
state and official languages which
complicates the process of bringing
the current legal acts in conformity
with the Constitution. Nevertheless,
the Parliament is making efforts to
implement this task. It is working
to change the electoral law, the
principles of formation of some
state bodies and the separation
of powers between Parliament
and President.

— What are the risks facing the
new Kyrgyz Parliament?

- It stands to reason that, given
the current political configuration
of the parliamentary system, it may
fail. First of all, there are political
risks, such as the constant struggle
between the Jogorku Kenesh and

President about
the distribution
of power. Secondly,
there are economic
risks. After adopting
anew Constitution
there is a view in
society that the
parliamentary
system could
become a
panacea for all
woes including
solving economic
difficulties. In
my opinion, the
parliamentary form
of government
is just one of the mechanisms of
governance, but not a recipe for
welfare. In the current situation
the worsening economic problems
can be perceived as a failure of
parliamentarism.

- How does the Parliament intend
to create favorable conditions for
investors and to help business grow?
- Parliament can and must create
legislation that will allow investors to
develop their business in the most
favorable conditions. The existing
regulatory framework allows them
to doit, but the problem lies in the
fact that many laws do not work.
The responsibilities of the Jogorku
Kenesh include the adoption of laws
and control of their execution. Given
the qualitative composition of the
parliament, which includes a lot of
entrepreneurs, | believe that in general
the Parliament aims to establish laws
that will attract investment. With
regard to control over the execution
of the law, it is necessary to think
about strengthening the oversight
functions of the Parliament.

- What is your opinion on the
nationalization of private property
and private property rights in the
country?

- The nationalization of private property
by the Interim Government was illegal
because it was based on the decrees
which are not regulations. A lot of
questions arise concerning the fact that
the criteria for nationalization were
not provided and the transparency of
the procedure, itself, was not ensured.
The objectivity of listing objects to be
nationalized also gives rise to doubt.
Disputed property issues should have
been resolved in the courts, but this
was not done.

- It is anticipated that public
control over the decision-making
process of government increases
in a parliamentary republic.

- | don't think, generally speaking,
it is about public control over the
acceptance of Government decisions.
There are some attempts to ensure
the transparency of this process, for
example, public supervisory boards
were formed at a number of ministries
and state agencies, but at the moment
it all remains on paper. Today, the
Government decision-making process
is closed from the public in the same
way as it was closed before. Public
control still remains a dream and good
intentions. To start the public control
mechanism, the following measures
are needed: the involvement of civil
society in the decision-making process,
mandatory publication of all decisions
and the creation of opportunities for
effective monitoring of their execution.

LEGISLATION SHOULD BE
IN HARMONY WITH

THE RIGHTS AND
OBLIGATIONS OF
ENTREPRENEURS

In discussing bills, our committee takes
into account the interests of two parties:
the state and investors. Unless the law
provides for a reciprocal and mutually
beneficial economic cooperation, the
Parliament will make a lot of comments
on the bills.

It is worth noting that the current leg-
islation provides only duties or rights for
business in some sectors of the economy.
We strive to ensure that the law should
harmonize rights and obligations of en-
trepreneurs, in particular, subsoil users,

and then we can provide a significant
development of the mining industry that will contribute to the economic
growth. Our goal is to promote transparency by law, and certain steps have
already been taken. Expanding Parliament’s participation in competition
commissions, we have started with licenses. During adoption of a law, we
created an independent interdepartmental commission. The results of its
activities will be widely covered in the media.

Deputies participate in competitive interdepartmental commissions to
consider licenses for big fields. The commissions also include representa-
tives from various sectors of the economy and civil society. The matter
is that government commissions, as a rule, consist of dependent officials
appointed by the Government, therefore, they represent the interests of
a particular agency. Meanwhile, MPs are independent, and they can actively
promote democratic initiatives. During six months we have introduced many
innovative proposals to the Parliament. For example, we have proposed
to move one of the deputy energy ministers to the south of the country
in order that he could supervise major energy projects, since 93 percent
of Kyrgyzstan:s energy resources are concentrated there. Our suggestion
was supported by the Ministry of Energy.

In considering proposals to change the law, we analyze whether the pro-
posed amendments are necessary indeed, or it is enough to punish guilty
officials in order to solve a problem. This applies, in particular, to the Law
«On Oil and Gas.» If we prohibit the export of oil and gas, we shall infringe
upon the rights of entrepreneurs who create jobs and invest in the Kyrgyz
economy. In response to appeals by citizens that there is no mechanism
to protect the rights of consumers from poor quality of electricity supply
(interruptions, outages which cause property damage), we have devel-
oped amendments to the Law «On the Electric Power Industry» and the
Civil Code of the Kyrgyz Republic. It was proposed to delete from the

model contract unacceptable conditions such as a provision allowing the
distribution companies to make more criteria on their sole discretion. We
also proposed that contracts should conclude rules on compensation for
actual damages as a result of power cuts or blackouts without warning.
Particular attention is given to the opinion of civil society. Today there are
many scandals surrounding mineral deposits, so the commissions include
representatives of local communities. When, on the result of a tender or
auction, an investor comes to develop a deposit, the local people always
think that their rights have been infringed in some way, because the lions
share of taxes goes to the state budget. Thus, we have to educate the
population and to explain them that they get some of that money back
from the state budget in the form of grants, salaries, and funds for the
maintenance of educational institutions and healthcare. Unfortunately, local
communities do not take into account this factor, or put it in the back-
ground. Some communities want benefits all at once, immediately. There
have been cases when communities have obtained certain benefits through
scandals, the blocking roads, and this practice has become widespread.

I believe that in the current economic situation the interests of investors
should be put above everything else. If we do not give investors legal
guarantees, then who will come into our country to work and invest their
money? On one hand, | understand that local communities are concerned
about environmental security and the manufacturing process. For example,
the commission under our Committee had carefully studied the situation
at the Andash gold and copper deposit in the Talas Oblast and concluded
that the proximity of gold processing will have a negative impact on the
ecology of the region and the health of its people. As a result, on June
24,2011 the Parliament decided to suspend all work on the development
of this field, and to cancel all permits for its development. But, when the
villagers say that they do not need tens of tons of gold, which the inves—
tor promises to produce by investing huge amounts of money, then such
an approach is difficult to comprehend. As a result Kyrgyzstan will lose
tax revenues, which might be directed for the regional development too.
However, local communities do not always understand this. All deposits
are the property of the state and are the national treasure, and they
should be used for the good of the country. Investors must pay taxes
and other obligatory payments to the state budget, but not to a single
street or locality.

On the other hand, we can legally prescribe the distribution of taxes. No
doubt that the biggest tax, VAT, should go to the state budget. Meanwhile,
a part of the sales tax could be allocated to local budgets, as well as part
of bonuses and royalties. In addition, the new bills provide that during
exploration a fee will be charged for the withholding of licenses, and some
of these deductions can be transferred to local communities. Thus, we
not only replenish budgets of local communities, but also eliminate unfair
subsoil users, who, having received a license, just resell it and do not conduct
any study and exploration. At the same time payment for withholding
the license will not affect the investors who come with good intentions
and promote exploration and the development of mineral deposits, etc.

license will be taken into account, then the answer is simple: we cannot
apply different laws in different regions. However if investors have good
reasons, they have to act in a civilized manner and to apply to the law
enforcement agencies, which will confirm the fact of offenses against
the license holders, and the commission will take into account these facts.

In late June 2011, at the initiative of our Committee a bill <On Amendments
to the Law of the Kyrgyz Republic «On Subsoil” was submitted for the
consideration by the Parliament. The House has approved three readings
of the bill that provides for the granting rights for the development of
mineral deposits not only through competition, but also at an auction.
The law proposes to tighten control over the issuance of licenses by the
participation in the process by Deputies of the Kyrgyz Parliament. This
will help to eliminate shortcomings in matters of licensing and prevent
corruption mechanisms.

KAZAKHSTAN

The majority of investors working in Kazakhstan believe that their decision
to conduct business in the country is the right one, a survey of “Ernst &
Young"” company writes. This survey is based on the perception of the
investment attractiveness of Kazakhstan as seen by a representative
panel of 204 existing and prospective investors. According to the results
of the survey, 81 percent of existing investors believe investing in Ka-
zakhstan was the right decision, and 76 percent regard their investments
as successful. According to the information of “Ernst & Young” company
thirty—-seven percent of surveyed investors (83 percent surveyed in
Kazakhstan; 26 percent surveyed outside of the country) indicated the
level of political and social stability as high. 31 percent of respondents
believe that the investment attractiveness of Kazakhstan is likely to
improve over the next three years.

We have to start with improving the
legal framework

If we compare the present Parliament
with the parliaments of the previous
convocation, then the significance
of the current Parliament and our
Committee has grown notably. It's
no secret that before the Parliament
had a different role, and it had little
influence on the development of
economic programs. Today, in a
parliamentary republic, the situation
has changed, and the tasks of the
Parliament have been increased.

Economic strategy

We have lived for 20 years since
Independence, but the country
still lacks a sustainable strategy of
economic development. Short-and
medium-term programs were written in a hurry, essentially declaratory
and were not fulfilled at 90 percent. There is no serious long-term program
for the period until 2020 or 2025, like there is in Kazakhstan.

This is not surprising, because such programs cannot be prepared just
on impulse, they demand large, time-consuming and expensive work.
Meanwhile, due to strategic programs many countries managed quickly
and successfully take a strong economic position in the world. These
include Poland, Peru, Philippines, Malaysia, Singapore, and Turkey, which has
made an unprecedented economic breakthrough for the past eight years.

Our Committee will try to conduct serious and real work in this direction.
Today the Government is often blamed for working ineffectively without
any economic program. But it's not so easy to create a good economic
program and it is more difficult to execute it; besides it is very expensive.
Currently we are negotiating with several international and local institutions,
have started attracting professionals and looking for funds, and there
are already positive responses. Today, not one agency is developing such
a strategy in real earnest. The Ministry of Economic Regulation is busy
with the general task, although young creative professionals work there.
Therefore, our Committee takes on a coordinating and integrating role, and
we will work together with the Government, because it is the Government
that will implement this program. We will invite specialists from our
country, as we have enough educated people here, and from abroad -
international experts who know scientific methods of development of
such economic programs.

Investment
Investment is one of the main tools for economic development. Today,
officials talk a lot about the need to attract investment, but, unfortunately,

words and deeds are at variance. | know firsthand that investors are
just afraid to invest in our economy because of political instability and
administrative authorities, which often view the investor as a cash
cow, and there are many other causes. Meanwhile our legislation is too
weak and practically does not support investors. Twenty years ago at
the dawn of Kyrgyzstan's independence, our Law on Investment was
the most progressive in Central Asia. Today, we keep saying that we
need investment and at the same time we have the most backward
laws in this area. Compared to our neighbors, our country is not so
rich in oil and gas which attract investors. Thus, we must create the
proper conditions if we want investors come to our country. Money
is like water: It is enough to dig a ditch, and it will flow through it.
Likewise, when considering cash flow - it is necessary to create a
favorable investment environment, for example, as in China, so that
money could come to us. Frankly speaking, today there is no authority
in the state that would really deal with investment. | believe that an
Agency to attract and protect investment should be created in the
Government. This structure can be called anything but it has to fulfill
its task: not only to attract investors, but also to protect them legally
so that they will stay in the country for a long time. When forming
a new government our Committee will make such a proposal. Even
in developed countries, high officials such as vice premiers or prime
ministers deal with investments as they understand their importance.

In the meantime, investors are unprotected in our country. | can give
dozens of examples when investors are just robbed here, and this has,
for a long time, discouraged them not only from investing, but even
from coming here. I'm not talking about the negative image, which is
formed about our country.

Tourism

The attitude of our state towards tourism is sometimes unclear. The
Government has identified five priority sectors of the economy including
tourism. Hence, this sector should be given not just high but triple
attention as it can bring tremendous profits. Tourism is important as
it contributes to the development of other sectors of the economy,
and the greatest number of jobs per investment is created in tourism.
At one time there was a State Agency for Tourism in the country, and
in that period, the industry began to develop rapidly, despite some
negative things which took place. Unfortunately, tourism began to
decline after elimination of the agency. How did Turkey develop its
tourism industry? They started with hotels, as tourism cannot exist
without them. The state had no funds for the construction of hotels
and this business did not attract private entrepreneurs as it demanded
borrowing long money. The Turkish authorities made a simple and
wise decision: The income, which was directed to the construction
of hotels, was not taxed. In the end, after three or four years, the
number of hotels doubled, and their construction was continuing.
| believe that this is a true national approach to the development
of the tourism industry. Why don’'t we use that experience, as the
natural and historical conditions of our country allow, to make tourism
a priority of the economy.

Meanwhile the industry is abandoned in the Government. Just three or
four employees are busy with tourism (and these are not their direct
duties) in the Ministry of Economic Regulation with a staff of about two
hundred people. In the new structure of the Government, it is proposed
to establish a Ministry of Culture and Tourism. The aspiration of the
Government to reduce the number of ministries is understandable

and justified. However, our Committee believes it would be better if
the tourism industry is separated as a self-government structure. On
the other hand, there are countries such as Turkey where culture and
tourism are in charge of one ministry, and tourism is booming there.

Today, 90 percent of foreign tourists come to Kyrgyzstan to relax at
Issyk—-Kul. However, tourists visit France, Turkey and other countries
rich in history, not only because of fashionable beaches, but to see
the sights of those countries, and this is in any case related to culture.
Actually, it is not so important, whether it will be an independent
structure or not. Much more important is that this structure should
be really involved in the support and development of tourism in the
country.

Our Committee began to interact with structures related to tourism.
We discuss the problems of the industry and try to find ways for its
development. We understand that tourism, like any other sector of
our economy, will not survive without investment, and we will work
together in this direction.

Investment legislation

The Law on Investment is hopelessly outdated. The Tax Code of 2009
introduced new requirements. Besides, other laws and amendments
were adopted which reformed the Law on Investment and thus infringed
upon it, step by step. Today, the law exists, but does it work? It is clear
that if the country does not have legislation to protect investors and
provide them certain privileges and preferences, then investors will
not come here. A number of laws regulate the investment climate in
Kyrgyzstan including the Law on Free Economic Zones, the Tax Code,
Land Code, etc. Recently, the Parliament adopted the first reading of
the bill “On public—private partnership in the Kyrgyz Republic», which
would also help attract investment into the country. However, | should
note again that the current legislation poorly aids the attraction of
investment into the country, and in some cases directly impedes the
arrival of investors, and puts them in unequal conditions in comparison
with local businessmen.

Here is an example. Under the new Tax Code a company with mixed
capital (with a foreign investor) distributes dividends for the year in
such a way that local shareholders do not pay tax on dividends at all
while foreign shareholders pay 10 percent tax. As a result, they pay
a triple tax: first, a joint-stock company pays the tax on profits, then
the profit is distributed among shareholders and foreign shareholders
pay another 10 percent tax on dividends. Finally investors pay income
tax on dividends in their home country. What kind of investment
climate is it? Here is another example. One of the biggest obstacles
for investors is the inability to purchase land in private ownership.
Who will invest tens or even hundreds of millions dollars into the
construction of an object, if he cannot buy the land on which he plans
to build a plant, but can just lease it for 49 years? The allegations that
foreigners would buy all of our land are baseless. We are talking not
about the arable lands but land for industrial construction.

The media reports that there is much free money in the world, but that
does not mean that people who have money will invest it recklessly.
First they will check the investment legislation in the country and
the way it is fulfilled; how investors are treated, and how the state
guarantees the protection of investment.

CORRUPTION MUST BE FOUGHT
WITH CLEAN HANDS

Turatbek Madylbekov,

Chairman of the Committee on the Rule of Law,
Justice and Fight against Corruption

As its name implies, our Committee

has multi-vector activities and is mainly
engaged in lawmaking but also performs
control functions. We supervise the
legality, law and order and the fight
against corruption. We also assess draft
laws prepared by various deputies and
decide whether to adopt these laws
or not.

There are competent and experienced
specialists are working in our Committee
- former Speaker and deputy speakers,
ministers and deputy ministers - and
they make my job easier. The Committee
oversees the Attorney General's Office,
the Interior Ministry, the State Service
of Corrections, Drug Control Agency,
the Financial Police, and other services.
Of course, we are not limited in scope
and try to respond promptly to citizens’
complaints and act where the corruption
schemes continue to operate.

Social issues are priority in the fight
against corruption. For that reason we,
first of all, took the legislative decision
to allow the Government to raise the
salaries of teachers, cultural workers
and doctors.

Secondly we have begun to fulfill our
promise to fight against organized
crime groups, (OCG), which do not

allow businesses and investors to work
properly. We have to open a wide road to
business. Recently, the Jogorku Kenesh
passed animportant Law, «On countering
organized crime», and our Committee’s
members are the authors of this bill.
With the implementation of this law
authorities to fight crime will have a
good legal framework for their activities.
To make the law work immediately,
we are developing amendments to
the Criminal Code, Criminal Procedure
Code and Administrative Code of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

However, the law will be effective only
if the law enforcement officers work
honestly at all levels, and especially in
the regions. If the law is successfully
working, then we will develop reinforcing
articles for it.

It's no secret that over the last decade,
some law enforcement officials became
corrupt and entered into a criminal
communication with OCG members.
That is why we want the leadership of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs, (MIA),
to ruthlessly identify and sack corrupt
officers. We have received a lot of
complaints and appeals from the civil
sector about violations of human rights
and extortion of bribes. Corruption
has widely penetrated into business,
and entrepreneurs are forced to spend
a significant portion of their income
for bribes to officials. We are well
aware that corruption can be reduced
by improving the existing legislation.
Practice shows that public procurement
is the most corrupt sector in Kyrgyzstan.
To eliminate schemes of corruption and
achieve transparency in government
procurement through the introduction
of electronicinformation technologies
and to strengthen public control over
them, the Parliament passed a bill in
June 2011, «On Making Amendments
and Addenda to the Law «On Public
Procurements»”. The proposed changes
cover the whole procurement process.

As a result of corruption, the state
budget loses huge sums. In 2010 the
state budget received 17 million soms
in customs duties, and this year it is
planned to collect 20 million soms.
However, if the corruption schemes
are eliminated, this could be increased up
to 35 million soms. We found that the
budget receives only a third of receipts
that are due as a result of criminal
schemes operating in the customs
service since 2001. Meanwhile some
problems could be easily solved. For
example, to install heavy-load scales,
as there used to be before, at the Akjol,

members of the Government be invited
to the Parliament’s plenary meetings
so that we could ask questions. If we
live in a parliamentary republic then we
should be able to, periodically, receive
reports from the Government. Our
Committee believes that the Government
should urgently adopt an anti-corruption
concept. Having been instructed by
members of our Committee, | will not
let anyone rest until an active work
begins in this area.

We receive a lot of information about
the nationalization of facilities. There
are times when the law enforcement
agencies returned facilities to their
former owners for a certain bribe.
Today, our challenge is to investigate

Chaldovar and Irkeshtam border customs.
It seems that not only the customs
officials benefit from the absence
of scales on the border, since such a
simple issue has not yet been decided.

Can the Government indicate in which
ministry or agency corruption schemes
have been uncovered?

We have not heard anything yet.
In Kyrgyzstan, there are an article
of the Constitution and the law on
corruption, but not one corrupt official
has ever been convicted under this law.
Corruption must be fought with clean
hands. Corruption exists in the higher
echelons of power. | receive hundreds of
complaints and petitions from citizens
about unlawful decisions of state control
officials and even top officials. We are
able to resolve many of the problems
raised by ordinary citizens through
legal mechanisms in the framework
of constitutional provisions and rules.
However the citizens' statements also
report about illegal activities related to
the decisions of the leadership of the
country, and such requests on behalf
of the Parliamentary Committee remain
unanswered. Unfortunately, the Cabinet
does not always fulfill Parliament’s
orders. That is why we suggest that

thoroughly each case and find out why
the property had been arrested. As a
result of mistakes by the authorities,
some entrepreneurs still cannot work
effectively though they had no connection
to the former president.

There are many laws in Kyrgyzstan but
not all of them are working properly.
Everything depends on the leaders and
executing officers working in the field,
who must comply with a law. The matter
is that the level of field workers is still very
low. In many departments, in particular
in the Interior Ministry, the Customs
Service and the Tax Service there is
poor selection of staff.

To make the legislators” work truly
effective, the executive and legislative
powers should work together, with the
support and participation of society
as a whole, including the business
community as the most active part of
it. After the events of April 7, 2010,
Kyrgyzstan has returned to the legal field
with the enormous efforts of all political
forces, and we were able to maintain
our sovereign state’s independence and
integrity. All this gives the people of
Kyrgyzstan the right to expect justice
and fairness from the authorities.

During the last six months the
Committee has adopted a number of
important decisions, resulting in the
Parliament’s adoption of the Law of
the Kyrgyz Republic «<On amendments
to some legislative acts of the Kyrgyz
Republic» («On International Treaties
of the Kyrgyz Republic» and «On the
Diplomatic Service of the Kyrgyz
Republic»). In addition, a working
group was created to develop a

remains acute in the
country. Migrant
workers bring enormous benefits
the host country because they
building houses, roads, etc. They also
provide greater financial assistance
to Kyrgyzstan. According to various
data, migrants remit more than $1
billion a year. In addition, they remove
part of the social stresses associated
with the lack of jobs. Thus, both
Russia and Kyrgyzstan benefit from
the activities of migrant workers.
Russia needs the labor force while
Kyrgyzstan cannot provide enough
work for all its citizens. However,
none of the counties is going to
improve conditions for migrant
workers. Meanwhile, there are ways
to help them. First, before they go
abroad, it is needed to train them in
certain professions such as welders,
electricians, builders, etc. Secondly,
we need to seek other employment
markets for our migrant workers,
for example, in Europe and in Arab
countries. Third, we should resolve
the issue of insurance of migrant
workers at the state level so that

they had certain legal guarantees
under any circumstances. Eventually
we need to ensure that our citizens
have worked at home.

- Are there any problems in
interregional and cross-border
cooperation?

- Of course, there are, and they are
pretty serious issues. Many factors
negatively influence cross—border
cooperation, and the problems cannot
be solved unilaterally. One of the
major obstacles is the unsettled
border areas in southern provinces.
The legal framework in this area
has been created, and is quite
extensive. Dozens of international
agreements have been signed within
the CIS and EurAsEC and a number
of decisions taken at the level of
Heads of State. However, many of
them do not work effectively and
some agreements are not executed
fully. This is because the adopted
documents are declarative. Moreover,
the Customs Union intention to link
all previous agreements with the
Agreement on the Customs Union is
also wrong from the standpoint of
international law, as these documents
do not address the problems of
cross—-border cooperation. With
the establishment of the Customs
Union, we have another obstacle as
from July 1, 2011 Kazakhstan has
closed its external borders.

- What is the Committee’s opinion
on Kyrgyzstan's joining the Customs
Union?

- Although this issue has not been
officially discussed at our committee,
it does not mean that we do not
pay attention to it. The Parliament’s
Committee on Economic Strategy,
Investment Policy and Tourism held
aroundtable with the participation
of MPs and all interested parties, and
the participants discussed joining
the CU. In any case, the final decision
will be made by the Parliament, and
MPs will weigh all pros and cons,
primarily in the interests of the
state and citizens.

— How does inter—parliamentary
cooperation develop in Kyrgyzstan?

- Inter-parliamentary relations are
extensive both on a bilateral basis
and within the framework of inter-
parliamentary organizations. We are
members of many international
parliamentary organizations such
as the OSCE, CIS IPA, EurAseC IPA,
CSTO PA, TurkPA, PS DEC, APA, and
others, and the Kyrgyz Parliament is
a founder of many of them. Inter-
parliamentary cooperation is actively
developing on a bilateral basis. Inter-
parliamentary commissions with the
Federal Assembly of Russian Federation,
Majilis of the Parliament of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, and the European
Union work on a permanent basis.

- Does the Jogorku Kenesh cooperate
in the fight against international
terrorism?

- The elimination of threats emanating
from Afghanistan is the main factor
of ensuring regional and international
security. The situation in this country
remains difficult in connection
with the expansion of the Taliban
influence in the Afghan provinces
bordering the Central Asian countries.
Infiltration of Taliban militants into
the Central Asian countries is of
particular concern. Development
of joint preventive action by the
Central Asian states is an urgent issue
in this situation. The Kyrgyz side is
in favor of intensifying collective
efforts to combat international
terrorism.

- What has changed with the
transition of Kyrgyzstan to a
parliamentary government?

- Kyrgyzstan's transition to
parliamentary government is a
revolutionary solution in Central Asia,
and now many states are closely
watching us. Some believe that we
are building a truly democratic society
and support us. At the same time
there are forces, including external
factors that do not want us to evolve
along a different path. No doubt,
the beginning is always difficult,
but we should not collapse halfway
through and must go further for a
better future.

During the 20-year history
of independence, the Kyrgyz
economy has never entered
the path of recreation,
diversification and rapid
growth.

Today there are more
than two thousand laws
in Kyrgyzstan, and with
the presidential decrees,
government decrees and
Jogorku Kenesh decrees
there are more than 33
thousand regulations in
the country. However, the
legal framework shows itself
ineffective and sometimes
outdated in practice.

Along with the imperfection of the legislation the government of Kyrgyzstan
has no specific anti—crisis plan, and moreover, it is far from being highly
professional. As a result, inflation in the Kyrgyz Republic has achieved
the highest among the CIS countries. Only in the first quarter of 2011
it was 6.4 percent. More than 70 percent of government spending is
financed from external sources.

In connection with the situation we have developed a Concept of improving
the legislation and the economic reform program MOBIL (Modernization
of Economy, Optimization of public administration, Budgetary efficiency,
investment and innovation, land Liberalization of the economy). The reforms
include the principles and ideas to improve the country's legislation in
the sphere of economy, investment and entrepreneurship. | think that
after six years, if the program is implemented, the life in Kyrgyzstan will
improve dramatically.

The concept is aimed at improving the efficiency of legal regulation of
social relations in the economic sphere.

Objectives of the MOBIL Concept:

+ Legal integration, unification and harmonization of regulations in the
field of economics. This process should be carried out simultaneously and
in the interests of all stakeholders, public and private sectors;

+ Protection of property rights and investment in the economy of the
Kyrgyz Republic, the creation of predictable and stable working environment
for local and foreign capital;

- Bringing national legislation into conformity with universally recognized
principles of international law and trends in the economic sphere;

« Creating a legal foundation for the economic crisis and further sustainable
development of the forced economy of the Kyrgyz Republic.

The program provides an analysis of current status and potential use of
wealth and resources of Kyrgyzstan, as well as proposes specific reforms,
projects and activities for the economic crisis and further sustainable
forced development of the economy.

In particular, in the area of investment and innovation, we propose to
establish a Development and Investment Agency; to develop stock market
(the development of debt instruments, municipal securities of large cities,
easier to obtain loans). In addition, to improve the legal framework a law
"On guarantees of investment" should be initiated.

The program proposes to reduce the number and rates of taxes, licenses
and other permits, as well as to ban inspections of business except for
those at risk of tax evasion. It is necessary to implement the "One country
- one tax - one fiscal authority — one check — one reporting" principle.

Kyrgyzstan owns the mineral resources worth about $562 billion. In order
to develop and further use of those mineral resources, it is necessary
to attract $300 billion investments. To attract investments we have to
create an ideal environment for investors. There should be no revolutions
and riots, no looting and theft in the country. Investors should have
a guarantee that their interests and property rights are protected in
Kyrgyzstan.

Modernization of the mining industry includes measures such as re-
evaluation of all available fields, assess their economic potential, conducting
geological expertise, creating special conditions for export of raw materials
extracted; focus on the development of raw materials mined in the country.

According to forecasts, as a result of the program exports of domestic
products will increase by 70 percent within two to three years. Within
three years, foreign direct investment is expected to increase by 40
percent and the informal sector will reduce twice in two years.

In addition, | propose to transfer ownership in the country only by
inheritance. Enshrined in law a form of transfer will attract investment,
and after two or three years, Kyrgyzstan will overcome the investment
threshold at more than $2 billion. In this case, will not need any decrees
on nationalization, raiding and looting.

I also propose to hire new managers to manage state-owned enterprises.
State enterprises need to generate revenue in the budget, rather than
their directors. So it makes sense to introduce new managers to manage
state-owned enterprises, and within a year we will see real results.

The program also includes noneconomic decision, in particular, the
institution of dual citizenship, provided that Kyrgyz citizens after they
receive citizenship of another country will not be eligible for public office.

The MOBIL Concept will contribute to economic growth and create
favorable conditions for attracting foreign investment and stabilize the

socio—political situation in the republic.

BRINGING

THE LEGISLATION INTO
CONFORMITY WITH THE
CONSTITUTION

Our project aims at the promotion
of democratic reforms and
stability in Kyrgyzstan. Stability
is the key area of our activities.
Events of the past vyears,
especially of June 2010 showed
that neither development nor
reform can be achieved without
stability and security. If there
is no peace — there will be no
possibility for anything else, such
as transparent and accountable
government, development of
civil society, business, media, and
decentralization. It is logical that
in conditions of tension the rule
of law ceases to operate and
the right of force begins to act.

There is a variety of ways to promote peace and development. We do this
through assistance to Kyrgyzstan in legal reform by bringing laws in line
with the new Constitution, introducing the rule of law, improving the legal
awareness of citizens, and creating a law school in Kyrgyzstan, as well as by
improving the transparency and accountability of government agencies.
This is exactly what we can do well, as here we have the expertise and
different experts with international and national experience.

We have been working with the Parliament of Kyrgyzstan for more than
10 years. We had worked with four of its convocations, with deputies,
committees, factions, professional staffers of the Jogorku Kenesh, and now
we've begun to cooperate with the fifth convocation. During this period,
we have had a good partnership and cooperation. We differ from other
donor projects in that we help to solve practical applied problems facing
the Parliament. We have already passed the theoretical stage and just
managed to become a creative laboratory of the Parliament of Kyrgyzstan.
We value this cooperation, as we sincerely desire, at least to a small extent,
to contribute to solving the enormous problems facing the people and
Parliament of a democratic Kyrgyzstan.

Since 2010 the list of our national partners has expanded, and now we are
cooperating not only with the Parliament, but also with the Ministry of
Justice. This is a logical partner of the Parliament in the drafting of laws.
We have intensified our cooperation with NGOs in the field of democracy
and human rights. I'm not mistaken if | say that civil sector is the healthiest
part of the society. Its criticism and control have a healthy effect on the
entire society.

In addition, we would like to start working with the Chamber of Accounts
and the Ombudsman's Office in order to ensure better accountability with
regard to human rights and the budget (I hope this movement will be mutual.)
These are areas where we have been working with the Parliament for a
number of years.

The combined efforts of different organizations will help to achieve great
results, especially at a time when the country’s resources (intellectual,
financial, material resources, and time) are limited. Therefore, we would be
happy, under the mandate of UNDP and the European Union, to contribute
to solving the challenges facing the Government and to achieve the results
that citizens of Kyrgyzstan expect. These two international organizations
have provided technical assistance to the Parliament in the past, when
perhaps it was not as popular as it is now. However, is it possible to create
a system of checks and balances without parliaments? It is impossible, and
parliaments should play their role in it. | say this not because | am working
in a project in this sphere, but as a citizen of Kyrgyzstan (This approach in
our activities has always been a priority and before starting something new,
we always ask, "What are the needs of Kyrgyzstan? What will Kyrgyzstan
and its citizens get from this?).

What achievements are already in our project's track record?

We are proud to have contributed to the constitutional reform of 2010. It was
a crisis response package of technical assistance from the European Union and
UNDP which was aimed at protecting the interests of the Kyrgyz people and
the restoration of stability. It was the only intent of these organizations which,
according to their mandate, are impartial and neutral with no political affiliation
and sympathies. We all know that at that time the previous constitution
was suspended, the former parliament and the government were dissolved,
and the work of the judicial system was partially suspended. Staying in
that condition for a long time was dangerous for all Kyrgyz citizens and for
the country as a whole. This was confirmed by international experience. If
the force of law is silent, then the right of force begins speaking. Within
the Constitutional Council (CC), expertise, organizational, informational and
technical support were provided. At that time, the country did not have

sufficient human, financial and other resources to undertake this work. The
project assisted in establishing a national debate site where 75 members of
the Constitutional Council, the working group of the Ministry of Justice, four
thematic groups and different political forces gathered and discussed the
new draft Constitution, and worked out a new vision of development in sharp
debate. The best national and international experts were involved into this
work and they developed the CC rules, the plan of the constitutional reform
which engaged all stakeholders. Legal, human rights, gender, environmental,
and financial experts and leaders of civil society were all involved. For the
first time a draft constitution passed five mandatory types of expertise
- legal, human rights, anti-corruption, gender and environment expertise.

In order to ensure transparency, a live broadcast of the CC meetings was
provided and a mechanism to collect suggestions from citizens was created.
A website was opened and a hotline established through which over 5,000
suggestions and comments to the project of the Constitution were received.
To raise the awareness of citizens about the draft Constitution, we helped
the CC to publish more than 500,000 copies of the Erkin Too newspaper
with the text of the new draft Constitution in Kyrgyz and Russian. Besides,
television and radio programs, as part of a national information campaign "My
Constitution — my talisman" were conducted. Transparency and openness
allowed to involve various participants in the process, to compensate for the
lack of time, and ultimately helped Kyrgyz citizens make a more informed
choice in the referendum, in which citizens voted for a new country, a new
configuration of power; limiting authoritarianism and the ability of usurpation
of power by anyone else. Adoption of the Constitution had a positive impact
on strengthening peace and stability in the country as a whole, as well as
conducting fair and transparent parliamentary elections in October 2010,
and the establishment of a legitimate Parliament and Government. Currently,
we are helping to reveal the potential of the Constitution and assisting the
Parliament and the Ministry of Justice to bring legislation in line with the
Constitution. This legal reform is important because due to a mismatch
of legislation with the new Constitution, ordinary people and government
agencies have many difficulties in their daily life. For example, due to the lack
of laws on the judicial system, the Constitution cannot act fully, because the
Supreme Court and the Constitutional Chamber have not yet been formed.
The lack of detailed elaboration and clarity in the powers of state agencies
also create unnecessary friction between them, as well as between the
President and the Government, the Parliament and the Government, and the
Parliament and the President. Besides, it is necessary to solve problems of

decentralization, electoral reform, etc. Progressive norms embodied in the
Constitution, will not work until the legislation is brought into compliance
with it. The legal uncertainty hampers development, creates a shared lock
and becomes a source of new conflicts.

During the six months of work with the new Parliament and the Ministry of
Justice, a great job has been done. Public authorities asked us for technical
assistance in the development of 30 laws, and 23 of them have already been
developed and delivered to customers. Among them are basic laws relating
to political reform. This is understandable, because we are specialists in this
field. Fifteen laws have already been approved by the Jogorku Kenesh. |
especially want to commend the work on the six judicial laws and the Rules
of Procedure of the Jogorku Kenesh. The work was conducted perfectly
through effective cooperation with the Parliament Committee on Justice
and Legal Affairs and the Committee on the Rules of Procedure, as well as the
involvement of all stakeholders. The Venice Commission, which conducted the
examination of the judicial laws, commended them and declared that they
meet international standards. The recently adopted Rules of Procedure will
facilitate deep institutional reform of the Parliament. It is now one of the
most important institutions, which has the most extensive powers, so the
development of the country depends on the Parliament’s own reforms. Whether
it will hinder or, conversely, help Kyrgyzstan to make the leap into the future,
largely depends on the Parliament members and their leaders. The adopted
laws helped to shape new institutions and define their roles, functions, as well
as to improve collaboration through more precise details of their powers. The
judiciary has changed dramatically in the direction of its independence and
transparency, and the electoral process has been regulated. A new election
administration has been created and a precedent of peaceful transfer of power
is being developed (that did not work in the previous period); the parliamentary
form of government is being consolidated, the parliamentary process and the
performance of key functions of the Parliament have been clearly regulated.
A legal framework of parliamentary control has been created, and system of
checks and balances between different branches of government has become
more consistent. The accountability of the Government has been strengthened,
and system of local governance partly regulated. These measures reinforce the
transparency of executive bodies, and there is less opportunity for corruption
and fiscal corruption schemes.

I would hope that the pace already achieved in our joint work will be maintained.
In the future we plan to strengthen the monitoring of the implementation
of adopted laws, the role of civil society in this process and to approach to
the legal community.

AN EFFECTIVE PARLIAMENT
IS A BODY FOR LEGISLATIVE
IMPROVEMENT

The Kyrgyzstan Parliamentary Strengthening Program (KPSP), funded
by the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) and
implemented by DAI, began its activities in October 2010 and will continue
its work through September 2013. The KPSP came into existence at the
time of a systematic change in the political structure of Kyrgyzstan. As an
outcome of the constitutional reform of 2010, which turned Kyrgyzstan
to a parliamentary path of state development.

Specifically, the KPSP works in several areas: parliamentary committee
strengthening; improvement of the legislative process; assistance in HR
management; and improving information flow and communications to the
public. The overall goal of the Program is to assist the Parliament to become
a more responsive, transparent, and effective state body.

Under the framework of committee strengthening, the KPSP is focusing on
three committees of the Jogorku Kenesh: the Committee on Budget and
Finance, the Committee on Economic Strategy, Investment Policy and Tourism,
and Committee on Youth Policy, Development of Physical Culture and Sport.
To improve the legislative process, the KPSP closely cooperates with the
Legal Department and the Division of Expertise of the Administration of
the Jogorku Kenesh. This cooperation will enhance capabilities and increase
knowledge of the Administration’s staff in the field of legal analysis and
legislation through trainings (workshops and seminars), round tables and
other events.

In addition to MPs, the Parliament’s performance also depends on the
professionalism and skills of its permanent staff. Therefore, it is crucial
for the Parliament to have talented staff hired on the grounds of merit
and knowledge. In this context, the KPSP conducts trainings on innovative
HR management methods, and provides technical assistance to the Human
Resources Department of the Parliament. An additional important area of
KPSP activities aims at enhancing the information flow and communication
between Parliament and the public. The KPSP is providing assistance to the
press—service of the Jogorku Kenesh in issuing information materials on the
activity of the Jogorku Kenesh, and with workshops and other trainings for
journalists covering the Parliament.

The KPSP aims to and hopes that its activities will serve to assist the Parliament
in passing through this current transition

INVESTMENT CLIMATE IS
GRADUALLY IMPROVING
IN THE COUNTRY

Although its indicators still
remain in the negative zone

The results of the previous survey conducted in April-May 2010, showed
the degree to which the investment climate was damaged due to the
events that took place last year in the country. The results of the re-
cent survey conducted in 2011 illustrate that the overall situation in the
country is gradually improving, although the indicator of the investment
climate forecast has decreased from -2 to -15 points.

Issues regarding the property rights protection still remain relevant, and
the problems of several mining companies are still not resolved. In this
traditional survey, aimed at the evaluation of the business environment
and the investment climate in the country, companies representing 16
industries participated — starting from small businesses that employ less
than 10 people to large companies that have over 1000 people in staff.

Currently IBC unites 144 companies and organizations, including 93 com-
merecial firms. IBC members have invested over 1 billion USD in the Kyrgyz
economy, and the number of jobs created by these companies exceeds
15 thousand.

According to the survey results, companies’ planned investment for the
coming 12 months is expected to decrease by 22% from real investment
during the last 12 months. The given indicator, percentage difference
between planned investment and real investment, shows the second
lowest result in the history of the IBC surveys, —37% in June 2009.

51% of the respondents specified that they will be increasing the number
of staff, 18% are planning to reduce it and 31% of respondents do not
plan any changes. Despite the fact that more than half of the respondents
are planning to increase their staff, index for staff increase exhibits a
downward trend going from 8 to 6 points in the coming 12 months in
comparison to the last year.

Investor confidence

The Investor’'s survey of June 2010 showed the lowest scores in the
investor confidence indicators in the last seven years: -87 for current
economic situation and -95 for investment climate on a scale from 100
to =100 in which 100 is “much better”, 50 — “better”, 0 — “the same”, -50
- “worse”, and -100 is “much worse”. Currently these indicators have
shown significant improvement moving up to -13 and -57 accordingly.
As per the future 6 months with regard to the mentioned indicators,
investors express more confidence in economic forecast +14, while the
same figure for investment climate forecast still remains in the negative
territory at —15. In fact the figure on the indicator went down from -2
to —15, thus, continuing a downward trend of the given indicator since
June 2009.

In total, 36% of the respondents gave positive scores for the current
economic situation and 47% for the expected economic situation. 81%
of the respondents evaluated the current investment climate as “worse”
compared to 6 months ago. While 39% expect positive changes in the
investment climate in the next 6 months, 25% expect it to get worse.

Business environment
The business environment in the country was evaluated on the basis of six
indicators: 1) access to finance, 2) legal environment, 3) tax environment,
4) customs controls, 5) business regulations, and 6) public administration.
While all the given indicators showed improvement since June 2010, they
remain in the negative zone.

The biggest improvement was in the public administration moving up by
41 points from —-60 to -19, which is not surprising given the fact that
this year all governmental bodies have been established. Meanwhile, 44%
of the respondents evaluated public administration as slightly or much
worse, 22% as slightly better and 28% as the same. Significant progress
was illustrated in access to finance from -48 to -15 and in legal environ-
ment from -57 to -26 respectively. Other criteria used to assess the
business environment did not show significant improvement compared
to the situation in June 2010.

Priorities for investors

When identifying the priority aspects in planning the future investments,
respondents were given a list of 30 criteria and were asked to indicate
levels of their importance as 1) primary concern, 2) secondary concern
or 3) no concern at all on a range from 0 to 100. The issues of safety,
security and terrorism were placed as the primary concern with the
overall score of 94, closely followed by predictability of rules, laws and
regulations placed as secondary concern (93). Availability of qualified
personnel was ranked third with a score of 89.

The issue of property right protection still continues to be an impor-
tant criterion in evaluating the investment climate. Possibly it is due to
the lack of information and data regarding the decisions made by the
authorities on nationalization and denationalization and there is a lack
of confidence and decisiveness among the investors. Reforms that are
carried out in the judicial system, might have already given some hope to
investors since “predictability and consistency of court judgments” went
down from being in third place to fifth place as compared to last year.

The top ten priority issues in planning investment in to the Kyrgyz Re-
public did not exhibit significant changes compared to 2010. The issues
of “tax administration” and “telecommunication and internet facilities”
were evaluated as less important and were taken off the list of top ten
issues. “Business regulations, licenses and permits” and “road and rail
connections” have not become more relevant.

When asked “Which sector of the economy is the most promising for
investment in Kyrgyz Republic?” 56% of the respondents identified tour-
ism, followed by 52% indicating mining and 39% - agriculture. According
to the Project for Future Public Foundation, currently agriculture makes
24% of the country’s GDP, mining —14%, and tourism —7%.

BILATERAL
INVESTMENT TREATIES
AS SEEN

BY AN INVESTMENT

The Kyrgyz Government has made
declarations about the countrys
openness and transparency for investors
since Kyrgyzstan's independence. In
a country with high risks, such as
Kyrgyzstan, the Government should
protect investors’ assets.

A Bilateral Investment Treaty (BIT) is
one of the mechanisms for increasing
the investment attractiveness of the
country and protection of investment.
How do BITs influence the level of foreign

direct investment (FDI)?

According to the International Conference of the United Nations Conference
on Trade and Development (UNCTAD), Kyrgyzstan has signed 27 BITs with
various countries such as UK, USA, Turkey, Malaysia, Germany, France,
amongst others.

Typically, BITs are signed to protect or promote the investment in a host
country. It should be made clear that under the BITs are meant only those
agreements that were signhed between two countries but not agreements
between a private investor and a host country. For example, the German
government took the decision to sign such an agreement to protect the
interests of its investors in the aftermath of World War Il. Argentine also
developed its economy through foreign investment. Some countries do
not pursue this particular purpose and sign investment agreements within
the framework of official visits of senior officials.

As for Kyrgyzstan, 15 out of 27 agreements were signed during official
visits. The number of sighed agreements indicates that the Government
was more active in signing agreements in the first decade of independence.
In 1991-2000, 21 agreements were signed while in 2001-2010 there
were just six such agreements.

To determine the impact of BITs on FDI flows we have analyzed some
data, such as FDI in Kyrgyzstan since the entry into force of Bilateral
Investment Treaties. Analyzing data from the National Statistical Committee
of Kyrgyzstan, we concluded that after the signing of BITs, most countries
have increased the volume of investment in Kyrgyzstan. It should also be
noted that in the case of Moldova and Malaysia, the agreements with which
were signed during the official visits, have not invested in Kyrgyzstan.

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Proceedings in international arbitration courts were the result of some
investment agreements. Let us analyze the four known cases.

1. Petrobart Limited (United Kingdom) against the Kyrgyz Republic.
Sector: gas transportation.

The case was initiated in 2003.

Current status: By a court decision of 2005, the Kyrgyz Republic was
obliged to pay $1,130,859 to the investor. The court decision was not
fulfilled and the premium was not paid.

2. Oxus Gold (UK) against the Kyrgyz Republic.

Sector: mining.

The case was initiated in 2006.

Current status: pending case.

3. Sistem Muhendislik Insaat Sanayi ve Ticaret A.S. (Turkey) against
the Kyrgyz Republic.

Sector: the hotel business.

The case was initiated in 2006.

Current status: By a court decision of 2009, the Kyrgyz Republic was
obliged to pay compensation to the investor. The court decision was not
fulfilled, and the premium was not paid.

4. Centerra Gold Inc. (Canada) and Kumtor Gold Company (Kyrgyz
Repubilic) against the Kyrgyz Republic.

Sector: mining.

The case was initiated in 2008-2009.

Current status: the parties have agreed between themselves.

Since 2005 when the court ordered Kyrgyzstan to pay compensation to
the British company, FDI did not decline until 2009. As for the Turkish
company, we cannot precisely determine the dynamics of investment,
since we have only statistics for 2010. Analyzing the data, we cannot say
that all bilateral investment treaties have been effective. There are data
that FDI has increased since the signing of several investment agreements.
At the same time there is evidence that no action was taken after the
signing of agreements, i.e. they do not have any impact on FDI. Of course,
the Government cannot rely only on bilateral investment agreements
in order to attract more foreign direct investment in the country and
other factors should take into account in decision—-making. Perhaps one
of the most effective ways to improve the investment climate will be
a coordinated effort of the business community to fight corruption,
bureaucracy and administrative arbitrariness, as well as the struggle to
improve and simplify the legal regulation of business.

When USAID established the Regional Trade Liberalization and Customs
Project in 2007, Kyrgyzstan was ranked at the bottom of the World
Bank’s assessment of the ease of Trading Across Borders. Kyrgyzstan's
rise from this ignominious position, with assistance from RTLC, is one of
its most important accomplishments.

The creation of export partnerships, customs reforms that facilitate
trade, strengthened intellectual property rights, adoption of the Single
Window for Foreign Trade principle, and research to support well-informed
policy decisions by government are among the long list of achievements
of RTLC. Over the past four years, RTLC has strived to bring the trade
regimes of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan into conformity with
international standards, while helping traders themselves to develop
their export-import operations and enter new markets. Reforms un-
dertaken by the Government of Kyrgyzstan with the support of USAID
have improved the country’s business environment, as reflected in the

marked improvement in its Trading Across Borders rating, from 181st
to 156th place, during the project’s tenure. The improvement was made
possible by the 40% reduction in the numbers of documents required
for imports or exports. RTLC played a central role in this achievement.

The removal of these documents enabled faster trade turnover, reduced
opportunities for corruption, and may create additional jobs in the long
run. Natalya Shirshova, director of the private company Customs Cargo
Service notes that the time saved by these changes saves her business
over $1,100 per month. Those savings can be reinvested in more trucks,
drivers, marketing, and salaries for employees. A RTLC survey of traders
showed that annual savings resulting from these measures amount to
53.3 million soms, or approximately $1.22 million - RTLC has also helped
simplify Customs procedures, such as the cancellation of certain non-
competitive rules on customs clearance, reductions in deposits for transit
declarations, and the reduction in the number of agencies conducting
border controls. Starting in 2012, the Customs Service will take on the
responsibility to conduct veterinary, phytosanitary, sanitary and radia—
tion control, as is the standard around the world. When these functions
are transferred to Customs, procedures at the border and interactions
with officials should be reduced further. The benefits of this streamlining
should go to the traders, and in turn to their customers.

RTLC has played a significant role in implementing the Single Window (SW)
model in foreign trade in Kyrgyzstan. In close coordination with the Asian
Development Bank and GIZ, a new state enterprise has been set up to
administer the system, collect data on imports and exports from traders
in electronic form, pass that information to various permitting agencies for
action, and pass the collected information to Customs in a simplified form.
The Single Window State Enterprise is currently testing the www.trade.kg
website, which will allow traders to search for the permits and documen-
tation required for import and export, and piloting the Tulpar system in
six permit-issuing agencies. When fully implemented, SW will result in a
significant increase to government revenues, more rapid processing of
imports and exports, and sharply reduced opportunities for corruption
at the borders. Quantitatively, the benefit of fullimplementation should
be on the order of 1% of GDP, or around $40-$50 million annually.

In order to assist the government to craft more effective trade policy,
RTLC commissioned economic studies in cooperation with local and in—
ternational experts. A study of the impact of the Customs Union on

the local economy has helped the
country understand the potential
risks and benefits from joining that
body. A study of the performance of
certain economic sectors following
Kyrgyzstan's accession to the WTO
found that the impact of accession
was somewhat small, but positive.
Another study of the potential for
a multimodal freight corridor across
southern Kyrgyzstan found that the
country could benefit from modest
investments in its roads linking China
and the Fergana Valley.

In 2011, RTLC began providing direct
assistance to the private sector by

tiative (EPI) — an intensive training program for businesses and associa-
tions looking for new export opportunities and partners. New contacts,
skills, information and perspectives have led more than 50 participants
from Central Asia to create three partnerships that will work together
to develop new export.

From its inception, the RTLC project aimed to improve doing business by
assisting the governments to develop modern trade policies, reduce un-
necessary regulation, and improve the underlying logistics, transportation,
and private sector capacities. Much work remains to be done, however.
Reforms in Customs and the introduction of the Single Window create
the potential for new growth, but the implementation and oversight of
these reforms by the government is at least as important. Kyrgyzstan
faces important policy decisions regarding its memberships in the Customs
Union and WTO, which will require further study. Still, the results of the
past four years leave Kyrgyzstan's trade regime in an improved state,
leading to faster trade turnover and economic growth.

CENTRAL ASIAN COMPANIES
TO ENTER FOREIGN
MARKETS

In May 2011, twelve companies from Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan established an organic
agriculture export partnership.

This is the first export partnership ever established
in CIS territory, thanks to the program for export
partnership development in Central Asia. In late 2010,
USAID launched the Export Partnership Initiative (EPI),
part of the USAID Regional Trade Liberalization and
Customs (RTLC) Project.

“The main goal of our project is to develop export and import relation-
ships in Central Asia, to help businesses expand access to foreign markets,
and ultimately raise living standards in the region,” says Ruslan Saralinov,
head of the Export Partnership Initiative of USAID's RTLC Project. “There
are no analogues of the project in the CIS, therefore, we had to assess
the situation and change our approaches in the course of its execution.”

Export partnerships operate in Europe, for example, in Finland, where
4-6 small or medium businesses pool their resources to start or expand
exports. Program participants considered all the possibilities of exports
in terms of target market, type of industry, including everyone who is
able to export.

Training

Sixty company managers and heads of business associations from Cen-
tral Asia and Afghanistan were selected for the project on the basis of
a rigorous competition. Training in international best business practices

was conducted by a leading business school in Central Asia, the Kazakh
Institute for Management, Economics and Strategic Research (KIMER).
Participants also studied business strategies of some famous foreign com-
panies such as UTI and Metro. “Not surprisingly, the training generated
enormous interest among the participants,” commented Saralinov. “In fact,
after the collapse of the Soviet Union, although we, the citizens of Central
Asian countries, remain neighbors, we know almost nothing about each other.
Our program provided energetic business leaders a unique opportunity to
communicate. They discussed the situation in the markets in their countries,
their strengths and weaknesses. As a result, the companies have developed
an export development action plan.”

Intensive trainings were conducted in three phases. The participants returned
home after each phase of training and put their knowledge into practice.
For next training they brought their findings and problems. As a result, some
people have found their previous decisions to be correct, while others have
decided to radically change their strategy. Business people from Uzbekistan
were active in the program. Dilnoza Shorahmetova, Vice President of the
Association of Businesswomen of Uzbekistan, is involved in the garment
and tourism businesses. Alisher Yusupov owns a company producing rubber
footwear, and also runs a consulting company for business development.

Results

“Participants in our project became a family, an exports community,”
says Saralinov. “Entrepreneurs from different countries and of different
ages - from 20 to 60, with different education and of different positions
have found a common language - the language of business.”

Companies from Uzbekistan and Tajikistan decided to join forces to export
rubber footwear to Afghanistan. Fourteen textile manufacturers from
the whole region have agreed to jointly export their products to the
neighboring countries including Russia. The participants’ opinions show
that the program is progressing well. Gulnara Bekzhanova from Kazakhstan
stated that before the training her ideas for business development were
fragmented, haphazard, but now she has built a professional develop-
ment strategy for her business. Moreover, Bekzhanova has developed a
concept for the textile industry development in the country.

“We are creating export partnerships to expand the cooperation of com-
panies from Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan and improve
exports conditions for textile enterprises,” said Maria Kapustina, Executive
Director of the Soyuztekstil Association from Kyrgyzstan. “Our partners from

Saralinov says when sharing the success of the program. “Moreover, there
are even more than three partnerships because there are export partner-
ships inside the Central Asian Association of the Garment Industry Export-
ers. For example, the Tajik company Parvon will open an office in Kabul
and invites Kyrgyzstan's entrepreneurs to supply their sewing products,
in particular children's and women's clothing. Uzbek and Tajik businessmen
intend to establish a joint venture to manufacture rubber footwear, which
is in demand for farmers.”

Afghanistan’s market has not yet been filled, and Central Asian entre-
preneurs can find their own niche in it. In addition, Afghanistan’s market
is convenient for logistics and there is less bureaucracy in the registra—
tion of transactions. As for instability in the region, it is known that the
greater the risk, the higher the profit could be. It is worth noting that
any business faces risk.

Organic farming

Today, the demand for organic products is rapidly growing in developed
countries. In Central Asia, many farmers are engaged in organic farming and
sometimes they just do not realize it. The region has a pure ecology, and
the lack of fertilizers forced farmers to replace them with organic ones.

Unfortunately, farmers have not learned how to earn a decent income
from their businesses because they do not have the necessary cer-
tificates, they do not comply with the requirements of packaging, etc.
However these problems can be easily solved. The main obstacle in the
development of this promising sector is the low potential of small farms.

“Therefore, we strive to bring together all companies, farmers and projects
working in the organic market, to facilitate the export of their products,”
Saralinov explains. “We decided to unite not only producers, but also
certification bodies and other participants in the international trade. If
the entrepreneurs in the region act quickly, then they have time to find
their niche in foreign markets, primarily in Europe and the United States.”

In the framework of the program the entrepreneurs decided to create a
Central Asian Network of Organic Product Manufacturers. Several com-
panies manufacture quality products In Kyrgyzstan. The association of

agricultural products processors, “Taste of the Sun”, brings together 12
companies throughout the country. Thus, the Dessert company from the
town of Kara Balta is busy with fruit and vegetable processing. Recently
the company agreed to supply its products to the Aimaty branch of the
Metro worldwide trading network, and this fact indicates the high qual-
ity of the Dessert products. The next phase of the program was visiting
exhibitions including a forum on organic products in Warsaw.

A forum to be held in August will be the final event of the program. “We
will inform about the achievements of our program and organize an
exhibition to which our program participants will bring samples of their
products. In addition, a Guide on Exports in Central Asia will be presented,”
Saralinov comments. Project leaders hope that export partnership created
with their assistance will continue to operate upon the project comple-
tion. The partnership will expand, creating a regional level mechanism
for the export of quality organic products of small and medium-sized
farms. As a result, not only the economy will be able to profit from the
export of organic products, but the whole agricultural market will develop
throughout the region.
